2.  COMMENTS FROM THE PUBLIC ON ISSUES NOT ON THIS AGENDA
Commissioner Wilson had received an email regarding the Disability Caucus of the Democratic Convention held at the Los Angeles Marriott.  The e-mail came from a Los Angeles city commissioner who was a delegate.  The site was unacceptable – signing was unavailable and wheelchair mobility was very difficult.  

Committee Member Burks recommended for Committee Member Wilson to forward the email to the CCDA (California Commission on Disability Access), for distribution to the appropriate committee.  He was familiar with the site and was aware that remedial action has been undertaken.  Mayor Villaraigosa and staff are addressing access issues at the Marriott, as well as the L.A. Convention Center.  He stated that it’s a private issue that the California Democratic Party is addressing.  Chair Johnson agreed.
Commissioner Burks addressed an immediate problem:  a member of the public requiring a sign language interpreter wanted to attend the meeting.  He clarified that the request for assistance was made in time to be accommodated, and that there was indeed a contract in place.  Legal needed to address the default of contract in terms of failure to perform.  
3.  FUTURE COMMITTEE MEETINGS
The Accessibility Enhancement Committee scheduled meetings for the same dates as the Administration Committee’s meetings (May 28, June 27, and July 29) at different times of day.  The CASP and Education Committee confirmed their meetings for June 25 at 10:00 a.m. and September 24 at 10:00 a.m., at the four DSA offices.

4.  GENERAL BUSINESS ITEMS
· Review /Approval of Minutes
The minutes were not ready.  Commissioner Martinez stated a concern that minutes be available to the general public.  Vice Chair Abrams suggested that Committee members prepare short, concise minutes themselves within a week of the meeting.  The Committee discussed switching to a different minutes preparer for a faster turnaround.
· Review assignments from full Commission meeting

· Intern Program

Vice Chair Abrams described two issues regarding interns:  

Financial:  at present there was no budget to pay for the intern position.

Guidelines:  what regulations, policies and procedures, and statutes govern the hiring of interns?  Jim McGowan, Staff, stated that Dave Walls and staff (CBSC), would provide information on the State’s intern program.  
Committee Members Martinez and Wilson believed that with the upcoming new fiscal year, a Commission infrastructure needed to be in place before an intern program could begin.
· Executive Director Position

Chair Johnson and Vice Chair Abrams felt the need for a temporary position to help them with the burden of work that staff would normally do.  Committee Member Martinez suggested an admin position for the short term.  Committee Member Collins felt that a short-term person could be hired quickly if the process started immediately.  Vice Chair Abrams stated that the Commission had said it did not want a temporary executive director, but the search for a permanent one could begin now.  Katrina Benny, CBSC staff concurred that Vice Chair Abrams’ idea to hire a consultant to work until June 30 would be possible in terms of available funding.
Discussion ensued.  Committee Members noted that a special meeting may be in order to start the hiring process for a temporary position.  Committee Member Collins recommended expanding current responsibilities of the Building Standards Commission.
MOTION:  Committee Member Collins moved that the Committee Chair and Vice Chair work with the Building Standards Commission to attempt to expand its responsibilities; if unsuccessful, to take whatever alternate steps they deem necessary (such as calling a special meeting).  Seconded by Committee Member Burks.  Motion carried unanimously.
Mr. McGowan referred the Committee Members to that the provision of the Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Act with regard to special meetings is Section 11125.4 (Government Code).

An Interested Party suggested that perhaps the Commission could hold meetings in Los Angeles.

· Bylaws

Chair Johnson suggested that Committee Members Burks and Collins compile draft bylaws, and place the item on the next Committee meeting agenda.  
· Timelines for Statute Activities
Chair Johnson noted that timelines are looming for some of the Commission’s work.  The checklist is scheduled to be completed on July 1, 2010; a report on various topics is due on January 1, 2011.  Chair Johnson checked that Committee Members were still comfortable moving ahead with the timelines.  Vice Chair Abrams noted that nothing in the Legislature was likely to happen before the July 1, 2010, deadline, and the checklist was basically ready to go.  For the future, he didn’t want the Commission to start missing deadlines – perhaps extensions were in order.  
Committee Member Collins remarked that bipartisan support would be necessary to amend the bill, whether it were done tomorrow or in August.  The enactment of SB 1608 creating the Commission happened with a great deal of bipartisan support, and it is important to Senator Corbett for this type of support to continue.
Committee Member Collins continued that if the Commission wants to extend deadlines, it’s important to get it right the second time around.  She confirmed that there are various legitimate reasons for the Commission to miss deadlines this first time.
MOTION:  Vice Chair Abrams moved that at its May meeting, the Administration Committee should look at all time deadlines in the legislation and make recommendations to the full Commission at its June meeting on pursuing legislation to extend some or all of the deadlines; the Committee will then move forward with the Commission’s decisions.  Committee Member Wilson seconded.  Motion carried unanimously.
Committee Member Collins recommended being thoughtful when setting new deadlines; Committee Member Burks remarked that extension of the deadlines by one year would be reasonable, as the Commission had been delayed in becoming operational for one year.  Committee Member Collins agreed.
