3.  JUNE 24 CHECKLIST RELEASE / SMALL BUSINESS EVENT IN SAN FRANCISCO
Executive Director Jemmott stated the checklist for field inspectors is at the printers and the goal is to mail it out to jurisdictions by Tuesday of next week. It will also be available for viewing on the CCDA website. 

Staff Member Estes stated the address for the event on June 24th is City Hall, Room 416, San Francisco.

Commissioner Downey stated the event on the 24th is one of San Francisco Access Appeals Commission’s regularly scheduled events. They will call the hearing to order and then turn it over to the CCDA for the event. There will be a presentation of the Checklist by Commissioner Dolim, the Chair of the Checklist Committee. 

Executive Director Jemmott stated there will be a time of recognition of public officials and others by Tom Huey, the President of the Board of the San Francisco Building Inspectors. The Checklist will be presented and then the meeting will be turned over to a moderator, Yomi Wong (phonetic), who represents the panel for discussion of how building inspectors are responding to this opportunity as well as the opportunities and challenges that they face in doing their jobs in the area of access compliance.

Chair Wilson asked who the members of the panel will be.
